1. Tenders shall be placed in sealed covers superscribing the Tender Number and name of the work tendered for, due date and nature of bid (priced or unpriced), and addressed legibly to Officer inviting the tender. Full name and address of the tenderer should be written on the envelope as well as on the tender below the signature.

2. The specified amount of Earnest Money must be deposited either by a Demand Draft crossed “Account payee” drawn in favour of “Fluid Control Research Institute” payable at Palakkad ‘or’ by Cash at FCRI office. The EMD should be enclosed with the Technical Bid. Cheque will not be accepted.
